PROMOTING PERSONAL BUSINESS GUIDELINES
 
Many of our leaders work in industries such as, insurance, real estate, contractors, health care, etc. And it might be tempting for them to promote their business to other individuals that they have met through their involvement at Grace.  It is imperative that they do not promote a personal business with Grace Members or attendees. Promotion would include inviting people to sales events, offering to sell your product to someone when they mention a personal need that they have, discussing your product or service in a way that a reasonable person would interpret as selling, etc.  This would be a violation of our position as a non-profit organization and could result in Grace Church losing its tax exempt status.  If someone asks a leader about their particular product or service, then as long as the business is done off site, this would not be a violation of our policy.
